Use maps/atlases to locate countries and cities in Europe including the UK

Use the eight-point compass, four and six-figure grid references.
	· Compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties.

· To describe in simple terms how fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped within the rock

· Recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic matter


· Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.

· Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius. 

· Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature. 
	Look at different rocks and how and why they might have changed over time.

Use hand lens to identify and classify rocks.

Explore different soils and identify the similarities and differences.






To explore a variety of everyday materials.

Observe water as a solid, liquid and a gas.

Observe and record evaporation over a period of time.
