		To read accurately by blending the sounds and apply their phonic knowledge. To read accurately words of two or more syllables that contain the same graphemes as above. To read and spell words containing common suffixes and common exception words. Re-read books to build up their fluency and confidence in word reading.

To write narratives using characterisation and feelings (real and fictional) using imagination.  To write for different purposes and use new and appropriate vocabulary. To write poetry based on poems read. Proof-reading to check for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation.

To form lower-case and capital letters of the correct size making sure the spacing between words reflect the size of letters. To start using some of the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join letters.

To recognise, find and name a half as 1 of 2 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity. To recognise, find and name a quarter as 1 of 4 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.  To recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3, 
1/4 , 2/4 and 3/4 of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity. To write simple fractions, for example 1/2 of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and ½. To measure and begin to record the
time (hours, minutes, seconds).
To sequence events in chronological order using language. To recognise and use language relating to dates, including days of the week, weeks, months and years. To tell the time to the hour and half past the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times compare and sequence intervals of time. To tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times. To know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.
To interpret and construct simple pictograms, tally charts, block diagrams and simple tables.

To develop an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. To know where the people and events they study fit within a 
chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods. To use a wide vocabulary of everyday historical terms. 
To ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other sources to show that they know and understand key 
features of events. To understand some of the ways in which we find out about the 
past and identify different ways in which it is represented. To learn about the lives of significant individuals in the past who 
have contributed to national and international achievements. 
Engineer
To design purposeful, functional, appealing products for themselves and 
other users. To generate, develop, model and communicate their ideas through talking and drawing. To select from and use a range of tools & equipment. To select from and use a wide range of materials and components. To build structures, exploring how they can be made stronger, stiffer and more stable; To explore and use mechanisms. 	Look at different sources of evidence including pictures, photographs, first-hand accounts and websites.
Opportunities for role-play, writing for different purposes, using ICT, drawing and different media artwork.
Using different materials to create different structures.
Create an experiment testing designs and ideas.
Challenge –
Add to a classroom displaysized poster of Brunel and his achievements through a range of drawings and explanations. This will need some planning as learners will have to decide which aspects of his life they will ‘poster’.  
	Scientist
To observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants; To find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy. To perform simple tests using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions.
To explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead and things that have never been alive. To identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other. Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including micro-habitats. 
Geographer
To name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans. To identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles
To use locational and directional language to describe the location of features and routes on maps; To use aerial photos & plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features.
Artist
To use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination.


	Through performing a simple test, different groups of learners plant a variety of seeds in the same pot and place them in different areas: repotting an existing plant, taking care of the roots and learning about compost and watering. Select the plants to grow for a sensory garden.
Using atlases/Google Maps, to find out about different geographical regions of the world.
Opportunities to practise creating a macro (woodland, garden or beach) or micro (specific location: den, burrow, nest) habitat for an animal using found materials or air-drying clay.
