Dear Parents and Carers,

We are delighted to confirm that the whole school will be taking part in visits to Manor Farm over 2 days at the end of June. Children will see how farmer Chris grows, harvests, processes and sells his crops. The days link strongly with learning that the children have completed in school this year, particularly the enquiries ‘What food choices can we make? (Astronomers), How big is our footprint?’ (Philosophers) and the English units that Explorers have completed around seeds, planting and harvesting. 

We are extremely grateful to The Country Trust who have arranged this visit for us and funded the whole package, including transportation, meaning that there is no cost to school or parents. Details of these educational visits are below, along with a permission slip, which should be signed and returned to school as soon as possible. 

Monday 29th June - Explorers and Philosophers                Tuesday 30th June - Astronomers

On the day of your child/children’s visit/visits, they should wear school uniform that is suitable for the weather and conditions. All children MUST have their legs covered as they will be in the countryside where ticks are a risk. Plain black or grey tracksuit trousers or leggings, a school or plain white t-shirt and a school jumper are ideal. Everyone should bring a packed lunch and a water to drink in their water bottle. (If your child receives a free school meal, then we can provide a packed lunch from the school kitchen. Please indicate on the form if you would like this.) If the weather is hot/sunny, they may need sun-cream applied before school and a hat to shade them. Equally, they may need a rain-coat if the weather is bad. Strong shoes such as trainers, walking boots or wellies should be worn.

On the days, we will be transported to the farm by mini-bus, which will leave school at 9am, and return in time for the end of the school day as normal. At the farm, children will go on a tractor ride and see the crops that are grown, they will have the chance to dig potatoes and pod peas. They will also be able to use the potatoes that have been dug to make chips using oil that is produced from the farm’s crops. We will also see how a new vending machine barn allows farmers to sell their crops. We fully intend to bring some potatoes back to school for Mrs Burns to use to make our dinners!

The days should be thoroughly enjoyable, with lots of active learning and a chance to see how a farm works first hand.
