Dear Parents and Carers,

It seems impossible that we are approaching the summer holidays so quickly - just two weeks before we break up. With so much going on in school, I just wanted to let you know about the final end of year (and even some new year) arrangements. These are all on the calendar on the school website along with a copy of this letter should you mislay it. 

Hot Weather
The weather is set to heat up again this week. Just as we did last time, we will be taking sensible measures in school so that we can continue learning. We will be keeping classrooms cool, offering ice pops, adapting learning to make it suitable, encouraging children to drink and be calm. Please make sure that sun cream is applied before school, hats are supplied for breaktimes and plenty of cold or iced water is provided. Please check the school website daily for any updates around suitable clothing and other arrangements as we always post them there in the first instance. We also share most information and updates through the school’s Facebook page, so don’t forget to follow us there too. 

Breakfast and After School Club 
Both clubs are available to book us usual for this week and next week. The last day of after school club will be Friday 17th July. Breakfast club will run as usual up to and including Tuesday 21st July.

Class Arrangements for September 2026
As we wish the children leaving us well, we are looking forward to welcoming our new children in to Reception. With class numbers staying low and some changes to staffing taking place, we have organised our timetable to maximise learning time. Each morning, Mrs Osei-Konadu will continue to teach Explorers (EYFS, Years 1 and 2), Mrs Turk will teach Astronomers for Monday, Tuesday and part of Wednesday morning with Mrs Broomfield Teaching Astronomers for the remainder of Wednesday morning and on Thursday and Friday mornings. Miss Hodgson will teach Philosophers (Years 5 and 6) for their English and Maths lessons each morning. In the afternoons, we will split into two small classes for our enquiry lessons and wider curriculum learning. We have consulted with the writers of our curriculum to ensure that we will be able to deliver learning that offers appropriate challenge and support for all our learners. Arranging our teaching and learning this way means that every child will continue to work at a level appropriate to their needs and development. 

Bump Up Sessions

To help all of our pupils transition well to their new classes, we have arranged two sessions for the children to visit their teacher and classroom. The first is this Wednesday, 8th July from 2pm to 3pm. The second is on Wednesday 15th July from 1pm to 3pm. On both days, Children will be dismissed at the end of the day from their current classes at 3:15pm. 

Leaver’s Church Service
The whole school will be going to St Peter’s Church in Britford for our end of year service. Parents and families of all children, especially those in Year 6, are welcome to join us for this celebratory service which will start at 10am. All children must wear school uniform for this special event. We will be using a minibus to get to and from the service so we kindly ask that you leave adequate turning space in front of the field gate for the minibus to turn.

End of Year Disco
We are delighted that the Friends of Longford School (FoLS) have managed to secure Disco Dion for our end of year disco on the afternoon of Tuesday 21st June. As this is the same day as the church service, children should bring their party clothes in a bag ready to change after lunch. Please make sure that clothes and footwear are suitable for dancing and games. As we did last year, we will also offer a calm space for those children who find the disco too noisy.

The national average for primary school attendance is currently around 95% and we would hope that most children have attendance that is stronger than this.
